Road Calming in Ballygally 

2 representatives from Traffic 

Management at DRD Roads Service met 

with residents on Tues 11th February to 

discuss concerns about the proposed 

traffic-calming scheme for Croft Rd and 

Cairncastle Rd.  

 Residents expressed concern at the 

number proposed for each road (7 on Croft 

Rd and 4 on Cairncastle Rd).  Another area 

of concern would be the increased noise 

for those whose properties are beside one 

of the proposed humps and the shift of 

heavy traffic from Croft Rd onto the Coast 

Rd.   Eric Dalzell spoke on behalf of BCDA 

and conveyed these concerns to the 2 

representatives.  So far, Traffic 

Management has received 30 letters about 

this issue. At time of printing, we are 

awaiting a formal decision.
